BUSINESS MEETING MINUTES

July 2, 2019
OATHS OF OFFICE

Rachelle DeLoe swore in Carolyn McVicker and Tom Donohue as Directors of the Pacific City Joint Water-Sanitary Authority.
Chair McVicker called the July 2, 2019, business meeting to order at 5:03 PM in the Authority meeting room. 
Directors Present: Carolyn McVicker, Cameron Gogas, Anne Price, Tom Donohue, and Sean Carlton.

Guests Present: Mike Dill, Sue Delaney, Robin Kostrikin, Nancy Bush, Tim Hirsch, and Barbara Rosinski. 
Staff Present: Tony Owen, Rachelle DeLoe, Ross Johnston, and Ray Browning. 

OFFICER ELECTIONS

Chair McVicker opened election for the position of Secretary for a one-year term until officer elections the next year.

Motion

Director Price nominated Director Carlton to the position of Secretary for a one-year term.  Director Donohue seconded, and the motion carried with Director Carlton abstaining.

Motion 
Director Price moved to approve the certification of election results for director positions #3 and #5.  Director Gogas seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. 
MINUTES

A. 06/04/19 Budget Hearing Meeting Minutes

Motion 
Director Price moved to approve the minutes of the 06/04/19 Budget Hearing Meeting.  Director Carlton seconded, and the motion carried with three ayes and two abstentions.

B. 06/04/19 Business Meeting Minutes
Chair McVicker said the accounts payable should have been approved by just four ayes and not include an abstention.

Director Price moved to approve the minutes of the 06/04/19 Business Meeting as corrected.  Director Gogas seconded, and the motion carried with three ayes and two abstentions.
C. 06/25/19 Budget Adoption and Special Meeting Minutes
Motion 
Director Carlton moved to approve the minutes of the 06/25/19 Budget Adoption Meeting.  Director Price seconded, and the motion carried with three ayes and two abstentions.
FINANCIAL REPORT

A.  Accounts Payable:  6/4, 6/15 & 6/30/19 
Motion 

Director Price moved to approve the accounts payable for 6/4/19, 6/15/19 and 6/30/19.  Director Gogas seconded, and the motion carried with four ayes and one abstention.
B. Fiscal Year 19/20
Director Donohue asked what the 12 at the top of the page referred to. Mr. Owen replied that it stood for the 12th month of the fiscal year.  Director Donohue said he had other questions but would like to sit down and discuss them with someone when they had more time.
MANAGERS REPORT

Mr. Owen reported that the board needed to re-authorize signatories for checks and other documents. Mr. Owen referred to Resolution 14-03 and stated that with having a new board member that would be a perfect time.
Motion 
Director Price moved to re-authorize signatories to be Carolyn McVicker, Sean Carlton, Tom Donohue, Cameron Gogas, and Anne Price for checks and other documents as outlined in Resolution 14-03.  Director Carlton seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. WWTP Improvement Project
Mr. Owen reported that substantial completion had not been issued at that time. Mr. Owen continued that they were currently in the process of deciding the final completion date.
B. Board Duties and Responsibilities

 Mr. Owen reported that he was still doing research on abstention rules and would update the board as he learned more.
C. Master Plans Update Proposal

Mr. Owen referred to a document that he had sent to the board regarding the new master plan proposal and cost. Mr. Owen said he had exchanged several emails with Director Carlton about questions he still had.  Director Carlton gave a summary of some of his concerns and said he would like to have some more time to look over the proposal. Discussion ensued regarding population differences between engineering and census. Chair McVicker asked Director Carlton if there were any red flags he saw right away that he had questions about.  Director Carlton said in the first paragraph it stated that the 2019 population would be based upon current water and sewer hookups which was different from the population calculated by the population research center of Portland State University. Director Carlton suggested they use two to three different terms with definitions to make if clear what is being referred to. Chair McVicker clarified that they should use terms specific to population as to not get confused between census and existing residential hookups. Discussion ensued regarding budget and SDC costs. Mr. Owen said they could schedule a board workshop and have a phone conference with Parametrix.  The board agreed that a workshop might be beneficial.
Director Carlton asked if the Authority had a new financial analysis consultant. Mr. Owen replied that they did not.  Director Carlton asked if they would need one for this project. Mr. Owen replied that it would be subcontracted through the proposal. Chair McVicker asked if the board would be in agreement to having the workshop 45 minutes prior to the August board meeting.  The board agreed that it should work.  Director Gogas said he would need to check his schedule.  

D. Asbestos Water Testing

Chair McVicker reiterated that the Authority was required to test every nine years and had been testing every nine years at a particular site.  Chair McVicker said there had been interest from the community to test more often.  Chair McVicker continued that if they were to test more often, it was not because there was a problem as they had had consistent non-detects, but because customers had voiced concerns. Director Gogas suggested they test additionally after each water tap into AC pipe.  Mr. Owen responded that they rarely tapped into AC pipe, and would defeat the purpose.  Director Gogas said the only reason to test would be if there was a disturbance to the AC pipe such as a water tap or accidental digging.  Director Carlton agreed and added that if the Authority were to repair a section of pipe it would make sense to test after the repair.  Director Carlton continued that he would still like to test more often than once every nine years.  Director Donohue asked what the cost of testing was.  Mr. Owen replied that it was about $300.  Director Donohue suggested testing once every three years and after any disturbance.  Director Price said the percentage of AC pipe is minimal and is widely used all over the state.  Director Price continued that she sees the community concern coming from a small group of people, but as elected officials, they should be worried about the precedent of how they make decisions.  Director Price said she believed the EPA standard was based on a significant amount of scientific research and she trusts their process.  Director Price continued that her opinion was to continue to follow the EPA standards. Chair McVicker said because the testing was not for prevention purposes, she agreed they needed to set policy only for hard issues involving scientific concern.  Chair McVicker said if the board decided to test based on an emotional concern, they should us it as an opportunity to educate the community. Director Price said she could see going ahead with a test but not setting it as a policy of testing every three years.  Director Price stated that she saw every three years as being excessive and unnecessary. Discussion ensued regarding possible reasons they may need to test again, AC Pipe in the Master Plan Update, and the history of repair.  Chair McVicker suggested they do an asbestos test within the next six months and at that time bring up the possibility of a policy. 
Motion 

Director Carlton moved that prior to December 31, 2019 the Authority take an asbestos test at the Woods Park location and report results back to the board.  Director Gogas seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
GUEST QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS
Sue Delaney commented that Mr. Owen had not been forthcoming with all facts about the asbestos cement pipe.  Chair McVicker called Ms. Delaney to order and stated she was not an employee and did not have factual information. Mr. Owen said he had sat down with the staff and had decided that the AC Pipe had been repaired 3-5 times within the last 20 years.  

Mike Dill commented that he had visited his brother, who knows a lawyer that processes asbestos cases in Washington.  Mr. Dill stated he would be talking to her and doing research about water sourcing and water filtration for his newsletter.  Mr. Dill told about a grant he had written and a science teacher he had been in contact with, and his intention to work with students regarding water and wastewater researching. 

Nancy Bush asked if the water being tested for asbestos near Woods Park ran near her home and if not, could there be testing done near her residence.   Mr. Owen replied that it depended on usage and where the water was being drawn from. Mr. Owen continued that whether the water came from Horn Creek or the wells, both ran past her residence.  Discussion ensued regarding filter systems for homes.  Chair McVicker stated that they were not allowed to give recommendations.

Robin Kostrikin said she had talked to the drinking water regulator, Evan Hofeld.  Ms. Kostrikin continued that he had given her a lot of research and had answered all of her questions in a timely manner.  Ms. Kostrikin said Mr. Hofeld had told her that he appreciated when municipalities did more frequent testing.  Ms. Kostrikin continued that because they did not know the exact age of Pacific City’s AC Pipe, Mr. Hofeld had said he could help date the AC Pipe in Pacific City.
CHAIRMAN/DIRECTOR COMMENTS

Director Gogas said thank you for getting a new phone system. Director Gogas continued that he appreciated that it was clearer and he could hear less background noise. 

Director Gogas asked when the sign would be put up.  Mr. Owen said they were working on it. 

Chair McVicker adjourned the meeting at 6:03 PM.
